Show that the laws of nature, being the laws of God, are designed for our good; that obedience to them promotes happiness in this life, and aids in the preparation for the life to come. Makes ministers twice as effective in ministry

 A gospel minister will be twice as successful in his work if he understands how to treat disease... A minister of the gospel who is also a medical missionary, who can cure physical ailments, is a much more efficient worker than one who cannot do this… (Medical Ministry, p. 245) 
Most effective instrument in planting the seed and reaping a harvest

When connected with other lines of gospel effort, medical missionary work is a most effective instrument by which the ground is prepared for the sowing of the seeds of truth, and the instrument also by which the harvest is reaped. (Medical Ministry, p. 240)

               How Medical Missionary Work Has Changed My Life.

I took the MM training course at Linden SDA Church approximately 5 years ago. When I took the course I really didn’t know what it was really all about. I always wanted to be a Missionary and I liked the idea of helping others using natural methods. I thought I would be learning about various herbs and how they can be used to treat various illnesses. I did not realize that this would be just a fraction of the things that I would learn. And little did I know it would be a life changing experience.

I have been a SDA Christian for approximately 30 years and a registered nurse for over 25 yrs. I currently work in a large metropolitan hospital as an Assistant Director of Nursing. I can honestly say I learned more, in my 10 day intense Medical Missionary training, how to prevent and reverse various lifestyle diseases, then in my entire 25 plus years as an RN. You see, As a nurse I was never taught how to reverse the disease process, and I was under the impression, once a diabetic, always a diabetic and once a hypertensive always a hypertensive, once you had any of the above diseases you would basically have them for life and the only way to treat them would be with medication, which would slow the progression of the disease, but never cure it. I was very skeptical when I was taught that diseases like diabetes, hypertension and high cholesterol could be reversed in a relatively short time utilizing God’s simple remedies.

  However, seeing is believing. In the training I was taught how to use God’s 8 natural laws of health to prevent and reverse various lifestyle diseases and I have actually seen many of these diseases reversed. I learned how to use massage, hydrotherapy and charcoal to aid in health, healing and restoration. But most importantly I learned the correlation between spirituality and health. I now know that through the health message barriers can be broken down and souls won that could not be reached by other means.

  As a results of the MM work I have done natural health presentations at several large churches of various denominations, Baptist, Pentecostal, Methodist and Non-denominational. One of the most striking moments I remember is after giving a presentation on the importance of a plant based diet and following the other laws of health. The pastor of the Methodist church we presented in got up and addressed her congregation. She stated, “Now that we know better we are expected to do better, immediately”! An individual who attended stated on his evaluation, “You guys are the real deal!” A Muslim who attended one of our affairs invited his friend to go to one of our churches referring to it as a “healing center.”

 I have conducted Health Expo’s and or presentations at SUNY Down State, NYC Department Of Health-Women Infants and Children program, NYC Department of minority health, WBLS/WLIB Radio Station  and Long Island Jewish North Shore Health Care Systems just to name a few. As a MM I have travel to various churches through out the Atlantic Union, churches in New York, New Jersey, Connecticut and Massachusetts. I have had the privilege of serving over seas in Trinidad, and Jamaica WI.  Other NEC MM’s have also served in Grenada, Guyana, and Uganda. 

  I now see how our health message can open doors and break down barriers, taking us places we have never gone before. You see it doesn’t matter, if you’re Black, White, Chinese, Indian, Muslim, Jewish, Pentecostal or Buddhist, most human beings care about their health. When you are able to assist them with their health problems, they will be more willing to hear what else you have to share. They will be more receptive and open to hearing you tell about the love of Jesus. The MM work is a soul winning tool, and as a result of it many souls will be won to Jesus, including your own.

 I have grown mentally, physically and spiritually. I am closer to my Lord and Savior. I am more patient, loving and forgiving. I love and trust Him more and I truly know that with God all things are possible. I surrender all and I am willing to be used by him to bring others into the Kingdom, through the health message.
